*** The 1952 British Visiting Forces Act is a unilateral statute enacted to supplement NATO SOFA in the United Kingdom. Britain elected this approach, rather than concluding a supplementary agreement with the United States as a sending state. Unfortunately, the Visiting Forces Act does not fully agree with NATO SOFA, particularly regarding claims. This has led to disputes from time to time.
